“Our Nation, Presently”

We are so fortunate this month to have our own Congressman, the 
Honorable Howard Coble, from The Sixth Congressional District of 
North Carolina. 

The Sixth District is in the heartland of North Carolina and comprises a 
large portion of the Piedmont Triad. We know the Sixth District as the 
“Congressional District of Capitals.” It includes the Furniture Capital 
(High Point), the Golf Capital (Pinehurst), the Chair Capital (Thomasville), the Hosiery 

Capital (Burlington), the Pottery Capital (Seagrove), and we even represent a portion of the Barbeque Capital. The 
Sixth District is comprised of Moore and Randolph counties and portions of Alamance, Davidson, Guilford, and 
Rowan counties.  
 
Congressman Howard Coble was born in Greensboro, NC, March 18, 1931.  His education includes 1949 
Appalachian State, 1958 BA, History, Guilford College, 1962 JD, UNC School of Law, Doctor of Laws, Elon 
University.

On March 16th, Speaking on the House floor Congressman Coble urged congressional leadership to scrap their 
plans to ram health care reform legislation through this week.

Again, this past weekend, Rep. Coble stated on the House floor, “I visited with four of my six counties in North 
Carolina – Moore, Guilford, Davidson, and Rowan counties – hundreds of people.  And without exception, no one 
spoke in favor of this bill.   Increased taxes, they said to me, increased cost, the heavy-handed way in which it has 
been administered, as if to say by golly, this is the bill you are going to get whether you like it or not. Madam 
Speaker, this proposal is a train wreck waiting to occur.  We need no train wrecks.  I will admit that some attention 
needs to be directed to the delivery of health care in this nation, but this is not the appropriate vehicle to deliver it.  
We need to scrap this bill and start anew with a sound proposal.” 

We gratefully look forward to Congressman Coble, our friend and brother, speaking to us on about the present 
happenings in Washington, D.C and our Nation.

Just a few more thoughts about the 
Healthcare Reform Bill and the Bill 
to fix the Senate version: While 
President Obama does not want to 
talk about “process” it may turn 

out to be as disturbing as or even more disturbing 
than the bills themselves. Why would I say that? The 
process to pass the healthcare reform (?) in the 
Senate, reconciliation rules (as I predicted in the last 
newsletter), requires only a simple majority, not the 
60 plus votes needed to avoid a minority filibuster.  
 

Now you would have expected that to get a great deal 
of media coverage, mostly negative, because of the 
stingy use of that process in the past (22 times in all 
the years available) and never on this type of major 
policy legislation. But I have to give the Democrat 
strategists credit for coming up with what I believe 
was a brilliant way to take the emphasis off of 
reconciliation and make it seem completely palatable. 
They introduced the idea that they might pass the bill 
in the House by the Slaughter solution: “deem and 
pass,” a stinky convoluted process that would have 
passed the bill without a vote!

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Our own Norm Zannetti has agreed 
to share his thoughts and expertise 
on oil in a three part article.  Norm 
worked for Dow Chemical for 36 
years and retired in 2004 as an 
Account Executive in the plastics 
business.  He followed the 
hydrocarbons business closely as the 

costs of oil and natural gas had a direct impact on the 
prices for polystyrene, polyethylene and polypropylene, 
all basic building blocks for plastic films, containers 
and molded products.   
 

Following retirement, He gave energy presentations at 
high schools in MA and NC to make the future 
consumers of energy more knowledgeable about the 
need to preserve our fossil fuels for use in products vs. 
burning it up in spark initiated gasoline and diesel 
engines.   
 

In this issue, we have the second of the three part 
article.  

Article Part II  
 

The consumption of oil in the United States in 2007 
was 21,000,000 barrels of oil per day.  A barrel 
consists of 42 US gallons.  Of that, 14,300,000 barrels 
was refined into gasoline and diesel fuel and the 
balance 6,700,000 barrels for heating oil, airline 
fuels-kerosene, and lubricating oils.  Unfortunately, 
over 50% of our crude oil is now imported from 
OPEC countries to meet daily consumption needs. 
 

Motor vehicle gasoline and diesel fuels account for 
the bulk of usage, and somehow we have to find a 
way to turn this corner.  In the United States alone, 
given 2007 numbers by the Dept. of Transportation, 
we had 132,000,000 cars on the road at least four 
days a week.  Add to that 1,900,000 trucks, 715,000 
buses, 21,000 locomotives, 11,000 commercial 
aircraft, 28,000 ocean going vessels, and 1,200,000 
small pleasure crafts all powered by gasoline and or 
diesel fuel , it is not surprising then that our country, 
with only 5 % of the world's population consumes

25% of the oil used.  A staggering 93% of the barrel 
of oil goes into these transportation and heating 
fuels.  The remaining 7% supports downstream 
products produced by chemical manufactures. 
 

Gasoline is a complex mixture of hydrocarbons.  As 
oil is heated in a refinery, gasoline boils off the top of 
the reactive process at the top of the reactor at 200 
degrees C.  Its inherent properties satisfy all 
requirements of spark initiated engines. Gasoline is 
smooth burning, vaporizes easily in cold weather, 
does not vaporize in hot weather, and most 
important, remains stable during transportation and 
storage. 
  

There are 150 refineries in the U.S...  Unfortunately, 
we have not built a new one since 1975.  Government 
regulations, the high cost of construction, low 
refining profits, a myriad of compliances, and new 
mandated uses of ethanol all contribute to this.  Not 
to mention the old NIMBY adage, not in my back 
yard.  Quite often, even with adequate oil inventories, 
gasoline and heating prices spike higher; i.e., the 
current prices.  This is a result of the lack of 
versatility in our refining capabilities, as well as 
mandated plant shutdowns by insurers of these 
facilities to retool and upgrade these plants, not to 
mention unexpected shutdowns for various reasons.  
There is also seasonality to a refineries production 
mix of products which also affects their capacity 
(heating oil for example).  It also doesn't help matters 
when 18 different grades of 87 octane gasoline are 
needed to meet federal and individual state emission 
standards and ethanol contents.  You can't sell 
gasoline stations in Ca. for example gasoline used in 
Washington. Clean air standards vary across the 
nation for additives and the like. 
 

There is something very wrong with how we are 
consuming what might be, natures one time gift to 
mankind, oil...  We are burning up a finite supply of 
oil in transportation and heating fuels, a one time use 
of this precious resource.  While we get a smooth 
ride, the bad actors that come out of our tailpipes, 
carbon monoxide, carbon dioxide, nitrous oxides, etc. 
are causing havoc with the environment.   Oil has 
much greater utility in the other 7% of the barrel 
used to produce hydrocarbon feedstocks for plastics:  
PVC, polyethylenes, polystyrenes, polyproplyenes, 
and a host of other thermoplastics that find uses in 
such things as trash bags, garment film, rugs, drapes, 
clothing, paints and varnishes, drink cups plates and 
bowls and straws, milk and water bottles and a host 
of other containers, pharmaceuticals, medical 
devices, etc. , and the majority of these are 
recyclable, so they don't fit into the one time use 
category. 
 

It may be virtually impossible to replace carbon 
based fuels in transportation for reasons explained 
earlier.  You would have to reinvent not only 
propulsion systems in all classes of vehicles, but 
create an infrastructure for lets say hydrogen 
conversion or battery conversion that mirrors our $ 
10 trillion oil infrastructure at present.  This is why 
no comprehensive energy policy has ever been acted 
upon in congress since the 1973 oil embargo which 
almost paralyzed transportation in the U.S., and 
drove prices sky high.  Add to this Shell Oil Marrion 
Hubberts prediction years ago that the U.S. had 
reached its peak in finding enough major deposits on 
the continent to offset the tremendous growth of our 
own demand, not counting the new demands from 
China and India, and it is evident that here in the 
U.S., energy independence, a much talked about 
issue, is largely a fantasy. 
 

Since 1972, oil production here in America has been 
on the decline.  No government tax incentive to 
encourage more production is going to reverse that 
decline. By in large, the American energy consumer 
is the least conscious energy consumer on the planet.  
Our supply of energy has been so cheap and reliable 
for so long, most of us don't give it a second thought.  
Our politicians remain locked in political denial.  Far 
too many key legislators in Washington D C get 
elected on the support of PAC monies coming from 
big oil, coal interests, and car companies.  And what 
politicians are going to run on a green platform that 
will substantially increase the cost of energy to 
consumers and industry in this politically sensitive 
environment of sound bites and economic fragility. 
 

American know-how has been at the forefront of 
innovation for the past century in many fields, but 
the business of transforming our energy economy to a 
more sensible and sustainable energy system has 
stalled. 
 

The best we can do is to nominate tax breaks and 
other costly incentives to drill more, nominate cap 
and trade standards, and of course continue to 
provide protection to our oil producing allies in the 
Persian Gulf,  which has created the greatest transfer 
of wealth to countries that for the most part,  resent 
the American dream.

The following article is a joint effort of members 
Harry Fekkes and Jim Snyder. 

During the January 2009 monthly MCMRC 
luncheon meeting, we gave a presentation on the 
benefits of incinerating our solid household waste to 
produce and sell electricity derived from a renewable 
resource. The reception to the concept was 
overwhelmingly positive, and we keep getting 
inquiries from our membership as to the status and 
progress of this initiative.  The purpose of this article 
is to give our membership an update. 



 

To recap, most of Moore County’s solid household 
waste, and that of other counties in the region, is 
trucked to  a 1200  acre landfill hidden in the 
Uwharrie National Forest near Troy, where the 
thousand ton per day input will be covered and left 
to  rot for the  next century. Using 
established and proven simple 
technology, this waste can be used 
as boiler fuel to power an 
electricity generating plant, with 
the electricity being sold to the 
grid, providing a substantial 
revenue stream to the operator. 
This is a totally separate and 
different concept than the chicken 
refuse burning plants which have 
been discussed in recent years. 
 

To put things into perspective, based upon current 
crude oil prices, the crude oil energy equivalent value 
of the trash being dumped is roughly equal to the 
total Moore County operating budget of some $80 
million per year.  Revenues to support the operation 
are derived from two sources, tipping fees for 
disposing of the trash and cash flow from the sale of 
electricity. North Carolina lags other States, Europe 
and Asia in utilizing this renewable resource.  
 

Following the MCRMC presentation, the County 
Commissioners graciously allowed our team to make 
a similar presentation at a working session on Jan. 
19, 2009. Because it was a working session, no action 
or response was required or given by the 
Commissioners at that presentation. There was one 
negative audience response to the concept at the 
presentation,  to the effect that the speaker didn’t 
want to see more smelly and dirty garbage trucks on 
our streets, probably in reference to the traffic 
encountered on Morganton RD and SR 5 as a result 
of the transfer station near SR 5. Prior to the public 
presentations mentioned above, we made an informal 
presentation of the concept to the County 
Engineering staff, where they came up with the idea 
of locating the waste to energy (WTE) plant on land 
which would be made available at  the Moore Co. 
sewer plant in Addor, which is slated for expansion 
and modernization. This idea had excellent 
synergistic values, in that the sludge and grease from 
the sewer operations could be burned in the WTE 
boilers, and the non-potable waste water from the 
sewer operation could be used for the WTE cooling 
towers, rather than being discharged into the Addor 
Creek. As a matter of interest, this sewage plant's 
non-potable discharge water ultimately flows into the 
Lumbar River upstream of the intake point for the 

Wagram plant - the domestic water source being 
contemplated for purchase by Pinehurst! 
 

To try to develop this attractive concept of combining 
a WTE with the sewer plant rework, we had 
scheduled a meeting with the County Long Range 

Planning people, which was abruptly 
cancelled by them, with an 
explanation that it would be 
rescheduled at a later date. 
Subsequent attempts to reschedule 
have not been successful, and we 
have reasons to believe that this 
office has been blocked from holding 
further discussions on this project 
since last July. 
 

To give a positive response to the garbage truck 
traffic objection, we contacted the ownership 
and management of the Aberdeen, Carolina and 
Western Railroad. During the ensuing discussions 
they confirmed that they could haul in household 
waste from as far away as Greensboro and Charlotte, 
in sealed containers on a daily train.  A transfer 
station could be established somewhere in the vicinity 
of the present Purina operations, eliminating the SR 
5 truck transfer station and the objectionable traffic.  
Local pickup traffic could use Rt. 1 to the Addor site. 
We have not talked to the Rockfish railroad people, 
but believe that similar arrangements could be made 
for the Cumberland Co. /Fayetteville input. 
 

There are so many economic and ecological 
advantages to this concept, and no significant 
downsides, that it is difficult to comprehend why 
Moore Co. is not taking the lead in plucking this 
multi county plum. One thought is that county 
management is simply overwhelmed by the 
magnitude of the project, and finds it easier to 
literally bury our solid waste problems for now, and 
let future generations deal with the consequences. 
Most of us have observed the superfund cleanup of 
the chemical   plant site along SR 5, and can garner 
an inkling of what we are passing along, particularly 
in terms of water contamination. 
 

What is needed is the establishment of a regional 
WTE Authority composed of surrounding counties, 
who through interlocal agreements commit to send 
their solid household waste to an Authority owned 
WTE plant. Moore County must take control of its 
household waste disposal, otherwise it will end up as 
it is with water, with multiple entities in disunit y. It is 
as simple as requiring that all county solid household 
waste be delivered to the WTE plant. To bolster the 
effort, we have identified a possible consultant, with 
expertise in large refinery and cogeneration plant 
financing, project management, contracting, and 



startup and operating procedures.  We visualize this 
consultant guiding the authority to an ownership and 
operating position, eliminating the ownership and 
operating costs and profits of a third party. The net 
results will be a self sustaining authority operation, 
with lower tipping fees for the residents. We believe 
that a grant for the consultant’s fees could be 
obtained from one of many green energy initiatives 
being paid for with our tax dollars now. 
 

Many of our elected officials in a position to spur 
action on this stalled concept are closely associated 
with MCRMC.  If we read the questions and 
comments that we receive from the membership 
correctly, we encourage you to let your wishes on the 
subject be known to our officials. 
  

As a point of clarification, it should be noted that the 
project highlighted in this article is vastly different 
than the project described in the February 14th 
article in the Sunday Pilot headlined "Trash-to-
Energy". That project is designed to mitigate the 
environmental sins committed at the County Landfill 
off Route 5, which was closed when new and more 
stringent federal regulations were imposed. The 
limited scope of this proposal only seeks to deal with 
the landfill gas inherently present in the old landfill, 
but does not alter the way solid household waste is 
disposed of in the future by Moore County. The 
article also references pressure put upon Progress 
Energy and other power companies to produce more 
energy from renewable resources, but the specifics 
are much more compelling than shown in this article. 
A bill has already been passed in the North Carolina 
legislature several years ago that requires the 
following: Each electric utility in NC shall be held 
accountable to a "Renewable Energy Standard" that 
stipulates that by the year 2021 they must generate 
12.5% of all energy produced from Renewable 
Resources. The real significance of these numbers is 
that the Renewable Standard cannot be achieved 
without the substantial utilization of the "Waste To 
Energy Technology", which is the incineration of 
Household Waste, not the mere collection of Methane 
and other gases.   
 

MCRMC President Lane Toomey wrote the 
following letter to WUNC, North Carolina Public 

Radio. Your tax dollars at work! 
 

WUNC News Crew: 
 

This morning (3 Feb) on the 7 
AM news program you played a 
sound bite from President 
Obama's Town Hall talk in 
Nashua, New Hampshire on 2 

February during which he stated that seven 

Republicans who had co-sponsored a bill (actually an 
amendment) to form a Bipartisan Task Force for 
Responsible Fiscal Action.  His actual words from the 
White House transcript of that event:   
 

"But last week, the Senate blocked a law that I had 
supported to create a bipartisan fiscal commission 
that would come up with a set of recommendations 
for cutting our deficits in the long term.  This is a 
difficult thing.  It's only going to be solved if we do it 
together.  This law failed by seven votes when seven 
Republicans who had co-sponsored the bill -- had co-
sponsored the idea -- suddenly walked away from 
their own proposal after I endorsed it.  (Laughter.)  
So, they make a proposal.  They sign on to the bill.  I 
say, great, good idea.  I turn around -- (laughter) -- 
they're gone.  What happened?  (Laughter.)..." 
 

According to the Library of Congress' THOMAS 
website access to legislative records, the subject 
"law" referred to is an amendment, S.AMDT 3299, 
which would have established the bipartisan task 
force.  Sixty votes were required for passage.  The 
full Senate vote was 51 Yeas, 49 Nays.  (How come 
your journalists do not question why the acting, 
appointed senator from Massachusetts continues to 
vote when the people of that state have elected Mr. 
Brown?) 
 

First, President Obama had the margin of defeat 
wrong: The amendment failed by nine votes, not 
seven.  Second, President Obama misled his audience, 
either intentionally or because he failed to get the 
facts from his staff: The amendment had twenty-two 
co-sponsors: twelve Democrats, nine Republicans, 
and one independent.  Eight of the nine Republicans 
voted "Yea" with one "Nay" vote, an 89% in-favor 
vote.  Seven of the twelve Democrats voted "Yea" 
with five "Nay" votes, a 58% in-favor vote.  One 
could argue that Republicans supported the “good 
idea” as described by Obama more than did his own 
party.  
 

In the interest of true journalism, the next time you 
attempt to prop up President Obama with a sound 
bite made by him to a non-critical audience of 
supporters, please do your homework beforehand.

State of the County          By Glenn Bower 
 

Tim Lea, Chairman of the Moore County 
Board of Commissioners, addressed the 
Moore County Republican Men’s Club on 
March 11 on the “State of the County”. 

He used a Power Point presentation to illustrate the 
county’s financial condition, comparisons of tax rates 



with past years and with other counties’ rates, and 
water and sewer and other major capital projects 
including the new government buildings in Cartage. 
The four other county commissioners were also 
present. In the writer’s opinion this was the best and 
most detailed explanation of the county’s condition 
seen in many a year. 
 

Lea’s presentations covered details of revenues, 
debts, plans for water and sewer capital projects and 
the county’s needs for a detention center/ public 
safety building, courthouse facility and an 
administration building. He stated that the county 
cannot expect help from either the federal or state 
government and must move ahead using its own 
resources. 
 

The county’s current debt is $98,841,941 of which 
public schools account for $72 million, Sandhills 
Community College’s share is $23 million, and the 
remainder is for other governmental needs. Revenues 
for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010 are projected 
to be $111, 636,000 of which 59% comes from 
property taxes, 16% from sales taxes, 14% from state 
and federal grants, the remainder from general 
revenues, transfers and other taxes. 
 

44% of expenditures go to education, including debt 
service, 25% is for human services, 13% for public 
safety, the remainder for transfers, planning and 
economic development, cultural development and 
other debt service. 
 

The county’s tax valuation for 2009 is $11.6 billion, 
up about $7 billion from 1999. The tax rate per $100 
is $.465, slightly lower than the rate of $.49 in 1999. 
Advanced Life Support adds $.02 to this tax, and Fire 
District adds between $.038 and $.11 depending on 
the district. Moore County’s tax rate is the lowest in 
our area. For example, Cumberland County’s rate is 
$.815, Lee’s is $.75 and Montgomery’s is $.62. 
 

Water capital improvement projects include a new 
Pinehurst elevated tank ($1.227 million), three new 
wells in Pinehurst ($695,000), Old Town distribution 
system upgrades ($350,000), Pinehurst 5A and 9 wells 
($225,000), East Moore phase 2A ($236,000), and 
East Moore phase 3 ($5.445 million). Old Town sewer 
rehabilitation will cost $5.5 million, two lift station 
generators $185,000, and the Lake Pinehurst lift 
station replacement $3.2 million. The Addor 
pollution control plant expansion is estimated to cost 
$32 million which will be financed $7.7 million from 
capital reserves and $26 million by a loan at a 2.5% 
interest rate. 
 

Other water projects include pipelines and water 
purchases from Montgomery County ($2.9 million) 
and a Robbins interconnection costing $3.6 million. 
 

The highest single water usage day ever was 4.206 
million gallons on August 7, 2007. Current existing 
capacity is 5.7 million gallons per day. Proposed new 
projects will add 1.342 million gallons per day and, 
according to Lea, should provide ample reserve. 
Water purchase contracts under discussion or 
negotiation are ongoing with Aberdeen, Cameron, 
Carthage, Camp Machall, Robbins, Southern Pines, 
and Chatham, Harnett, Lee, Montgomery and 
Scotland counties and Laurinburg. 
 

 The district court’s needs are still being evaluated, 
but the existing space is definitely inadequate. Lea 
indicated the county commissioners intended to keep 
residents up to date on all plans. He ended his 
presentation with a question and answer session.

How much of our hard-earned dollars have you 
loaned to the Federal Government for the $14 trillion 
National Debt?  >$12 Trillion!    
 

Thanks for the $12 trillion loan taxpayers!  Did 
Congress or the President EVER thank you for the 
loan?  And, this is really interesting, guess who is 
paying the interest on the $12 trillion you loaned to 
Washington?  That's right, you are!  You give them 
this huge loan and you also pay this interest!  That is 
preposterous.  It makes me more and more angry 
whenever I think about this! 
 

The Congress, that we elected, created this ugly 
picture.  And guess what else?  They aren't done yet!  
They are still talking about adding more giveaway 
entitlement programs as we speak.  Do you believe it, 
they are still trying to ram-rod another $2.5 trill ion 
health care bill down our throats!  I can't stand this 
any longer!    
 

Let's turn to the Constitution.  To stop this madness, 
we have to get back to the Constitution of our 
Founding Fathers. If we were to get back to the 
Constitution of the Founding Fathers of our Country 
this unsustainable National Debt could be eliminated.

In 
Helvering, the Supreme Court changed the intent of 
the Constitution of the United States.  Helvering 
makes entitlement giveaway programs lawful.  
Helvering v. Davis takes us far away from the basic 
ideas embodied in the Constitution.  Washington is 
ruining what is left of this great country -- but the 
Tea Party citizens can stop this. 
 

 Gramm-Rudman-Hollings Act called for automatic 
cuts in discretionary spending when certain deficit-
reduction targets were not met.  When it began to 
affect popular programs, Congress repealed it in its 
entirety.  So our congressmen in repealing Gramm-
Rudman, snatched budget defeat from the jaws of 
victory.  This in not what Madison, Jefferson and our 
other Fathers intended by the Constitution.  I cannot 
allow Washington to continue to trample on the 
graves of my country's Founding Fathers. 

Pork-barrel spending is an expenditure for a specific 
project that gets around the normal budget review 
process.   This is not constitutional.  Every time 
Congress spends one dime of your money without the 
checks and balances provided by the budget review 
process, it trashes your Constitutional rights.  This 
makes my blood boil! 
 

Congress is stealing from your Social Security and 
Medicare trust funds.  The difference between the 
debt due to federal budget deficits and the total 
federal debt is made up of debt held in government 
accounts, mainly the Social Security and Medicare 
trust funds, which invest their excess receipts in 

government debt.  That is just plain wrong.   
 

This year's Federal Budget is an unbelievable $3.55 
Trillion.  We Tea Party citizens will shake up our 
country's leaders to their reckless, irresponsible 
generational theft. Our dream as Tea Party members 
is freedom from blatant disregard of the Constitution 
of these United States.  There can be little doubt that 
our Constitution is not interpreted as our Founders 
intended.
