General Douglas MacArthur 
uttered those words in the early months of the 
Korean War.  MacArthur was talking about 
stopping Communism in 1950.  They can also be

The elections next November will result in a mandate for the winning 
party.

On 
January 12, 1981 at 7:30pm their initial rehearsal began with 37 potential members. 

On August 17, 1981 the chorus received their official chapter charter, and each year since the Chorus has 
presented a show designed to appeal to all residents of the Sandhills and to raise money for charity.  The 
proceeds from these shows benefit both local and national charities.  The Chorus has contributed a total of 
$83,400 to the Sandhills Children's Center and has donated more than $240,450.00 to charity since its founding.

North Carolina.  The Chorus also performed two shows in Hamlet as a benefit for the Roberdel School for 
Exceptional Children. 

The Chorus will entertain the MCRMC in December with an ensemble of at least 16 men, some are members of 
MCRMC.  The Chorus recently performed their annual show in front of a packed Pinecrest High School 
auditorium.

Shown below is summary of the MCRMC budget for the year 2010, which was approved by the Executive 
Committee at its November meeting.  You will see that there is a fairly sizable difference between 2009 
projected income and expense vs. 2010.  The reason is that in 2009, which is an election off-year, we put 
$10,000 into “campaign support reserve”.  Then we carried this amount into 2010 income and included it in our 
planned expenditures for 2010.  These amounts are all shown in the budget summary.  This repeats a pattern 
we’ve established in recent years; we reserve monies in election off-years and spend it in election years, 
supporting various Republican candidates for office.  No decisions have been made yet on who we will support 
or to what extent.  These decisions will be made by the Executive Committee in early 2010.  As you can see, we 
expect to spend more than $20,000 for candidate support in 2010.  We spent a similar amount in 2008, which 
was also an election year.
