June 2010 Program - “The
FairTax”

Something has to be done to help

our nation recover and survive

economically. This month we will

see and hear an idea that has been
around for several years; the FairTax.

What is the FairTax?

The FairTax (HR 25 in the US House and S 296 in
the US Senate) is a federal retail sales tax that
replaces the entire federal tax systems, including
personal, gift, estate, capital gains, alternative
minimum, Social Security/Medicare, self-
employment, and corporate taxes. The FairTax
allows Americans to keep 100 percent of their
paychecks (minus any state income taxes), ends
corporate taxes and compliance costs hidden in the
retail cost of goods and services, and fully fundke
federal government while fulfilling the promise of
Social Security and Medicare.

More FairTax benefits:

No tax on used goods. No tax on business
inputs. With the FairTax, if you choose to buy
any new good or service, the sales tax is
charged just as state sales taxes are computed
today. If you choose to buy used goods - used
car, used home, used appliances - you do not
pay the FairTax. If, as a business owner or
farmer, you buy something for strictly
business purposes (not for personal
consumption), you pay no FairTax. So, in
deciding what to buy, you get to choose
whether or not you pay the FairTax.

No federal sales tax up to the poverty level
means progressivity like today's tax system.
Furthermore, to ensure that no American
pays tax on necessities, the FairTax plan
provides a prepaid, monthly rebate for every
registered household to cover the
consumption tax spent on necessities up to the
federal poverty level. This, along with several
other features, is how the FairTax completely
untaxes the poor, lowers the tax burden on
most, while making the overall rate
progressive. However, the FairTax is
progressive based on lifestyle/spending
choices, rather than simply punishing those
taxpayers who are successful.

All Americans take home 100 percent of their
paychecks (except where state income taxes
apply). No federal income taxes or payroll
taxes are withheld from paychecks, pensions,
or Social Security checks. Retail prices no
longer hide corporate taxes or their
compliance costs. According to Dr. Dale
Jorgenson of Harvard University, hidden
income taxes are passed on to the consumer
in the form of higher prices - from 20 to 30
percent higher than they would otherwise be -
for everything you buy.

Today, the IRS admits to 25 percent non-
compliance with the code. However, this does
not take into account the criminal/drug/porn
economy, which conservative estimates put at
one trillion dollars of untaxed activity. The
FairTax taxes those engaged in the
underground economy capturing their

income at the cash register. The substantial
decrease in points of compliance - from every
wage earner, investor, and retiree, down to
only retailers - also allows enforcement to
concentrate on following the money to
criminal activity, rather than making

potential criminals out of every taxpayer
struggling to decipher the code.

The income tax exports our jobs, rather than
our products. The FairTax brings jobs home.
Most importantly, U.S. exports are not
burdened by the FairTax, as they are with the
current income tax. So the FairTax allows
U.S. exports to sell overseas for prices 22
percent lower, on average, than they do now,
with similar profit margins. Lower prices
sharply increase demand for U.S. exports,
thereby increasing job creation in U.S.
manufacturing sectors. At home, foreign
imports are subject to the same FairTax rate
as domestically produced goods. Not only
does the FairTax put U.S. products sold here
on the same tax footing as foreign imports,
but the dramatic lowering of compliance costs
in comparison to other countries' value-
added taxes also gives U.S. products a
definitive pricing advantage which foreign

tax systems cannot match.

YOU are in charge! The FairTax moves us
from a system that taxes what we earn to a
system that taxes what we spend. Under the
FairTax, you control your tax liability, not
the government. The FairTax puts "we the




people" in charge of our money, and puts us
all on the path to economic freedom!

Scott Manning will be our guest speaker on the
FairTax. Scott was born in Newport News, Virginia.
He served for 21 years in the US Army and retired
after 21 years in 1999. During his career, he eaedl
The Meritorious Service Medal, The Army
Commendation Medal, The Joint Service
Achievement Medal, The Army Achievement Medal
(2™ Award), The Good Conduct Medal (5th Award),
National Defense Service Medal, Armed Forces
Expeditionary Medal, Humanitarian Service Medal,
NCO Professional Development Ribbon (w/numeral
3), Army Service Ribbon, Overseas Service Ribbon,
Expert Infantryman Badge, Parachutist Badge,
Driver Badge and Mechanic Badge.

Scott is married to Sylvia Royal, his wife of 36
years, and they currently reside in Stedman,
NC with 11 Boxers and one English bulldog.

Scott became aware of the FairTax in 2000
through the Neil Boortz Radio Show. He
became a FairTax volunteer in 2007. Four
months later, he became the first District 7
Community Coordinator, and in 2009 became
the District 7 Director. Since 2007, he has
signed up over 3500 members in District 7,
1200 members in District 8, and 800 members
in District 2. Scott recruited an Assistance
District 7 Director in Wilmington and

recruited 5 Community Coordinators. At

the Cumberland County GOP Ronald
Reagan Roundup Dinner in March 2010,
Scott recruited 11 of the 12 Republican
Congressional candidates in District 2, 7, & 8
for FairTax and 5 State Representatives for
Cumberland County. For two years Scott
did a monthly Radio Show on WFNC AM640,
promoting FairTax and answering questions
from callers in reference to the FairTax plan.

Scott is currently the Adjutant of VFW Post
9925 in Stedman, a member of American
Legion Post 32 in Hope Mills, the Senior
Vice-President of the Cumberland County
Veterans Council in Fayetteville, a Sunday
school teacher at Oak Grove PFWB Church
and he is the Oak Grove PFWB Church
Outreach Ministries Director.

Government Control — The New Greed

When a legislatively mandated tax,

fee, or surcharge is placed on any

corporation and the corporation, in

order to stay profitable, raises its

prices to consumers, have the

consumers been taxed? The answer

Social Security Medicare and Medicaid taxes, we
would be in much less of taxing environment than we
are now.

Now that the mainstream media is conveniently
unveiling the secretive details of the healthcareilb
(after the vote) we discover billions of dollars in
“fees” to be placed on the evil big pharmaceuticals
and big insurance over the next several years.
Watch your insurance premiums increase over the
next few years as well as the costs for prescriptio
medicine. Costs will rise at an even more aggressiv
rate than they have in the past several years. Why,
because the legislatively caused expenses have gone
up and because companies will pass on the cost to
consumers.

Interestingly, legislators will conveniently blamethe
premium increases on the greedy insurance
companies when in reality the increases were the
direct result of legislation.

Insurance companies should be able to pass on their
costs unless, as some would embrace, government
informs the insurance companies they are no longer
allowed to be profitable or limits their profits.

A tax
assessed but uncollected should be treated like any
