WASHINGTON - President Barack Obama suggested
Wednesday that a new value-added tax on Americans i
still on the table, seeming to show more opennesthe
idea than his aides have expressed in recent days.

Before deciding what revenue options are best for
dealing with the deficit and the economy, Obamadsai
in an interview with CNBC, "l want to get a better
picture of what our options are."After Obama advise
Paul Volcker recently raised the prospect of a valu
added tax, or VAT, the Senate voted 85-13 last wieek
a nonbinding "sense of the Senate" resolution that
calls the such a tax "a massive tax increase thall w
cripple families on fixed income and only furtherysh
back America's economic recovery."

For days, White House spokesmen have said the
president has not proposed and is not considering a
VAT.

"l think | directly answered this the other day by
saying that it wasn't something that the presidévad
under consideration," White House press secretary
Robert Gibbs told reporters shortly before Obama
spoke with CNBC.

After the interview, White House deputy
communications director Jen Psaki said nothing has
changed and the White House is "not considering" a
VAT.

Many European countries impose a VAT, which taxes
the value that is added at each stage of productidn
certain commodities. It could apply, for instance,

raw products delivered to a mill, the mill's prodtion
work and so on up the line to the retailer.

Energy efficiency advocates have long argued that
saving energy is the end game and is always cheaper
and more effective than building more power plants.
| believe that contributions from conservation, wird
turbines, and solar cells can not be understated vem
addressing the challenges we face in downsizing our
dependence on fossil fuels. Conservation carries a
broad meaning when considering action plans to use
less carbon based fuels in the future. Conservation
means using less energy more efficiently by squeegi
more work, goods, and services from each kilowattfo
electricity used. Today's energy efficient applianes
use half the energy to fully operate than their edier
models. Better insulation materials and installatio
techniques along with higher efficiency heating and
cooling systems, double paned windows, etc have cut
energy usage to the point where their cost to indta
was offset in short order.

Recycling growth of everything from tires to scrap
iron, plastic film and containers, paper and
cardboard, etc. saves on full heat history for new
products.

If you target one specific area where technology Isa
made the most impact it would be automotive
advancement. Today's cars can travel two to three
times as far as their ancestors did in the 1960'shd




70's Here in America our CHOICE has been to
migrate to light trucks, SUV's, and cars with
powerful engines. This practice will have to show
significant CHANGE, and again is a matter of our
CHOICE. The technology is there to achieve 40 miles
per gallon as a national standard, and to adjust au
driving HABITS to speeds that will extend the miles
we travel before again filling up our tanks with
imported oil and gasoline (we now need to also
import gasoline). Too few remember car pooling to
work is also an OPTION worthy of our
reconsideration. We shouldn't consider it ONLY
when gasoline hits $ 4.00 plus per gallon, and itillv
in the future. If 40 miles per gallon was mandated,
experts claim this would save more than half of the
oil we import.

Near the Washington Oregon boarder is one of the
largest wind farms in the world, Stateline Wind
Farm, owned and operated by Florida Power and
Light. It sprawls over 70 sqg. miles and boasts 454
turbines each with 3 77 foot rotor blades. With winl
speeds of 7 miles per hour, their generators start
cranking out power. The harder the wind blows, the
more power they generate. This site can generate30
megawatts of electricity for around $ .04 a kilowat
hour, substantially more than coal at around $ .02
per kilowatt hour, but one third the cost of natural
gas fired plant electricity.Wind power has no fuel
cost, just up front costs of manufacturing,
installation, financing of course, and real estateThe
latter point is the problem. A coal fired plant on7
acres can trump the 70 square miles of wind
generated electrical output, while delivering 1000
megawatts of power. But, it's dirty, unsightly, and
who wants one in their neighborhood. However,
there are many sections of our country that can
benefit by having groups of turbines supplying
residential and business needs. Massive coal, gas,
and nuclear power plants require massive up front
financial commitments from as much as $ 400 million
to a billion dollars, and take from 7 to 10 yearsa
construct. What would you rather see in your
neighborhood? Wind power is part of the solution
A turbine can be installed in less than 3 months ah
emits no pollutants. Wind power and its sister sola
panel power do suffer from intermittency. Neither
will generate electricity when there is no wind olat
night and on a heavily clouded day. However, there
is advancing technologies that can store their outy
when these conditions prevail.

In the mid 1970's, following the oil embargo, the
government offered tax incentives to builders and
homeowners who installed solar panels. It was
popular and the manufactures spent serious R&D
monies to improve their offerings. Unfortunately

when oil prices fell, the credit was removed, and
many manufactures went bankrupt and R&D dollars
ceased. This credit should be reinstated to both ne
and existing homes as a matter of common sense if
nothing else. We should be stubborn in our advocacy
and be proactive in making this happen.

Last but not least, it is critical that we educateand
arm primary and secondary school children with the
knowledge to be better prepared to make informed
choices about lifestyles as adults. If given theuth
about our energy vulnerabilities, there is hope theg
will make the right choices.

U.S. Needs an Energy Goal

An obvious rule of goal-setting is that
if you don’t know what the goal is,
you're not likely to accomplish it.

In a recent Newsweek interview, Dr. Steven Chu,
U.S. Secretary of Energy, was asked to briefly
summarize President Obama’s energy policy. His
response was very revealing.

He said, “How can we get to the lowest possible kv
of carbon as quickly as possible.” What?

The Energy Department was established in 1977 with
the goal of ending our dangerous dependence on
foreign oil. Now, 33 years later, we still import rarly
70 percent of the oil used to run the country.

Some of our imports are from friendly countries, bu
most of the world’s oil reserves are in places thatre
hostile to us (Saudi Arabia, Iran, Russia, Venezua)
etc.). Our necks are on the chopping block, and tlye
hold the ax. We have vast because of exaggerated
environmental concerns. So we continue risking our
national security, sending billions of dollars oubf the
country and ignoring opportunities to create
thousands of American jobs.

Of course, we should be aggressively developing all
non-petroleum sources of energy. But even under the
most optimistic scenario, petroleum will meet mosof
our energy needs for many years to come. The only
guestion is whether it will be our own or imported.

Obama recently expressed limited support for
developing our own oil and natural gas supplies.
However, if his goal is not energy independence,igh
is just window dressing: trying to generate support




for his cap and trade initiative, which supports hs
real goal, “to get to the lowest possible level of
carbon.”

Meanwhile, our neck remains on the chopping block.
Isn’t it time we had an energy policy that makes
sense for America?

The majority of these persons constitute the
worst of the worst and no country, even their natie
land, will take them at this time. | would argue that
they should remain in custody, interrogation should
continue and that justice for them will be meted ot
once Islamic Jihad is eradicated as a threat to wait
peace.

cruel form of torture. Amnesty International
estimates that, despite worldwide condemnation and
the existence of treaty provisions that forbid itat
least 81 world governments currently practice
torture, some openly. When you research the speaddfi
use of the now odious hyphenated word; water-
boarding - examples can be found of it being used i
the Spanish Inquisition in the 18" and 16" centuries
to the present day. Water-boarding, by itself and &
employed today, does not constitute torture.

What perpetuates the will of the Islamic Jihad? You
need look no further than the corruption of specifc
verses of the Koran used in the Madrassas Schoolg b
the Wahhabists. Madrassa is an Islamic religious
school. Many of the Taliban were educated in Saudi-
financed madrassas in Pakistan that teach
Wahhabism. Wahhabism teaches that Muslims
should reject any and all non-Muslim ideas and
practices, including political ones. These schodfmve
produced the majority of those responsible for
suicide bombings currently. Around the world, Saudi
wealth and charities contributed to an explosive
growth of madrassas during the Afghan jihad against
the Soviets. The enemy then was the Soviet Union,
today it's America.




You may wonder where are any moderate Muslim
groups who have denounced the behavior and actions
of the fanatical Islamic terrorists! There are none
since they would become targets themselves as
outlined in this verse taken from the Jihadist
Handbook; K63:004 Set 81, Count 160: ...they think
every cry to be against them. They are the enemy,
therefore beware of them; may Allah destroy them,
whence are they turned bacKThis verse speaks of
internecine Jihad against Muslims deemed infidelsro
‘hypocrites").

Gathering intelligence in the Middle East is tenuos
at best. Traditional use of sources and methods is
difficult. It seems, therefore, that gaining any
information from a committed Islamic
Jihadist/terrorist would be impossible without EIT's.

Did FDR End the Depression?

'He got us out of the Great Depression." That's
probably the most frequent comment made about
President Franklin Roosevelt, who died 65 years ago
today. Every Democratic president from Truman to
Obama has believed it, and each has used FDR's
New Deal as a model for expanding the government.

It's a myth. FDR did not get us out of the Great
Depression—not during the 1930s, and only in a
limited sense during World War II.

Let's start with the New Deal. Its various alphabet
soup agencies—the WPA, AAA, NRA and even the
TVA (Tennessee Valley Authority)—failed to create
sustainable jobs. In May 1939, U.S. unemployment
still exceeded 20%. European countries, accordingt
a League of Nations survey, averaged only about
12% in 1938. The New Deal, by forcing taxes up and
discouraging entrepreneurs from investing, probably
did more harm than good.

What about World War [I? We need to understand
that the near-full employment during the conflict
was temporary. Ten million to 12 million soldiers
overseas and another 10 million to 15 million peogl
making tanks, bullets and war materiel do not a
lasting recovery make. The country essentially
traded temporary jobs for a skyrocketing national
debt. Many of those jobs had little or no value aftr
the war.

No one knew this more than FDR himself. His key
advisers were frantic at the possibility of the Grat
Depression's return when the war ended and the
soldiers came home. The president believed a New
Deal revival was the answer—and on Oct. 28, 1944,
about six months before his death, he spelled outsh
vision for a postwar America. It included
government-subsidized housing, federal involvement
in health care, more TVA projects, and the "right to
a useful and remunerative job" provided by the
federal government if necessary.

Roosevelt died before the war ended and before he
could implement his New Deal revival. His successor
Harry Truman, in a 16,000 word message on Sept. 6,
1945, urged Congress to enact FDR's ideas as the
best way to achieve full employment after the war.

Congress—both chambers with Democratic
majorities—responded by just saying "no." No to the
whole New Deal revival: no federal program for
health care, no full-employment act, only limited
federal housing, and no increase in minimum wage
or Social Security benefits.

Instead, Congress reduced taxes. Income tax rates
were cut across the board. FDR's top marginal rate,
94% on all income over $200,000, was cut to 86.45%.
The lowest rate was cut to 19% from 23%, and with

a change in the amount of income exempt from
taxation an estimated 12 million Americans were
eliminated from the tax rolls entirely.

Corporate tax rates were trimmed and FDR's
"excess profits" tax was repealed, which meant that
top marginal corporate tax rates effectively wento
38% from 90% after 1945.

Georgia Sen. Walter George, chairman of the Senate
Finance Committee, defended the Revenue Act of
1945 with arguments that today we would call
"supply-side economics."” If the tax bill "has the

effect which it is hoped it will have," George said"it
will so stimulate the expansion of business as taibg
in a greater total revenue."

He was prophetic. By the late 1940s, a revived
economy was generating more annual federal
revenue than the U.S. had received during the war
years, when tax rates were higher. Price controls
from the war were also eliminated by the end of
1946. The U.S. began running budget surpluses.

Congress substituted the tonic of freedom for FDR's
New Deal revival and the American economy
recovered well. Unemployment, which had been in
double digits throughout the 1930s, was only 3.9%i
1946 and, except for a couple of short recessions,
remained in that range for the next decade.

The Great Depression was over, no thanks to FDR.
Yet the myth of his New Deal lives on. With the
current effort by President Obama to emulate some
of FDR's programs to get us out of the recent deep
recession, this myth should be laid to rest.
